Important Information 
 

Please make sure that your child has a 

sunscreen form and sunscreen turned in to 

their teacher. These came out in your May 

newsletter. All children should have their 

items turned in by now. Teachers will be 

sending out notes if your child has not 

turned in their sunscreen or forms yet. 

Sunscreen and forms must be turned in at 

the same time. 
 

When taking items out of your cubby, please 

make sure that you are paying attention to 

what you take. The cubbies are made for two 

children and many share a cubby. Each child 

has a bin with their items. Please make sure 

that you are looking at the names before you 

take art projects, newsletters, etc. home with 

you. We want to make sure that everyone is 

getting their correct items and information. 

 

Kona Ice will be visiting throughout the 

summer. Days are listed on the calendar as 

well as on the newsletter. Kona Ice visits 

from 3-4pm on the designated days.

Medication 
Friendly reminder that Brandi’s Place cannot administer any medication 

without a medication form filled out. All medication must be in the 

original containers. Prescription medication must have the prescription 

label on the bottle with the name, date, directions, etc.  We must go by 

what is on the prescription bottle. Prescription medication cannot be 

administered (even with a medication form) without the original label on 

it. At NO time can medication be put into a cup or bottle. Children should 

not come in with medication in a cup or bottle and we cannot add 

medication to a cup or bottle either.   

Medication forms are at the front desk or in the classroom. Please ask if 

you should need one.

Cubby Change  
As a reminder, as the summer begins there will be some cubby changes. This will happen sometime mid-June as we 

prepare for our summer program to begin.
